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The Lake Lure Fire Service is comprised of three
volunteer fire departments due to the geography of
the Town. The Town contracts with Fairficld Mountains
Volunteer Fire Department, Chimney Rock Volunteer Fire
Department and Bill’s Creck Voluntcer Fire Department for
fire protection and emergency management services.
These departments train and respond together to
incidents inside and outside the corporate limits of Lake Lure.
This is an unusual situation in that Lake Lure contracts with
three individual fire departments for primary fire protection
and does not have a municipal department. The three

y 4 departments operate four pumpers, five pumper/tankers,
E I |[ I | one tanker, four brush units, and two support units out of
four stations with approximately 70 volunteer fircfightcrs.
N The departments provide many services to the Town in
addition to fire protection including emergency management
L AK’E LURE services. These include clearing trecs from roads for

emergency access, evacuating citizens in time of danger,
operating shelters when needed, searching for lost people
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The Lake Lure Fire Coordinator’s Office serves as a liaison

0 between the Town and Fire Departments and is overall
responsible for fire profection in the Town. The office works
ln ° very closely with the Fire Chiefs regarding joint training,
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drills, responses, budgets, policies, apparatus purchasing and
many other issues. In addition, the Coordinator’s office is
responsible for fire inspections, fire investigations, emergency
management, heads the Town Emergency Planning Committee,
and coordinates all emergency operations during major
emergencies or disasters in the Town.
‘The Fire Coordinator also serves as the Town Safety Officer.
