Applicants for variances and conditional use permits are required to post at least one sign on their property not less than seven days in advance of the hearing before the Board of Adjustment.  The purpose of the sign is to identify the location of the request for the benefit of neighbors and members of the board.  

The sign must be mounted on a flat surface such as a board or piece of plywood and fastened to a post or stake (but not a tree) about 36" above the ground.  It shall be located adjacent to the road at the approximate midpoint of the property in question.  Very large parcels and those with more than one road frontage may require additional signs.  This will be determined by the Zoning Administrator at time of application.  

Signs must be removed within 24 hours after the Board of Adjustment has made a decision on the application.
STATEMENT OF APPLICANT

According to § 92.085(C) of the Town Code, the Board of Adjustment may, upon application, authorize in specific cases such variance from the terms of the zoning regulations as will not be contrary to the public interest where, owing to special conditions, a literal enforcement of the provisions of the regulations will, in an individual case, result in practical difficulty or unnecessary hardship.  The variance may be permit​ted as long as the spirit of the regulations are observed, public safety and welfare secured, and substantial justice done.  Such variance may be granted in such individual case of unnecessary hardship upon a finding by the Board of Adjustment that certain conditions exist.  To assist the board in their deliberations, the applicant  is required to submit the following statements of fact, to the best of the applicant’s ability and knowledge.
